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Annual Report - 2013
The past year has once again proved to be a successful one in which the needs of the NMMU students and community have been met through the provision of social, recreational and competitive sport, while in the team and individual sports there have been a number of significant achievements on and off the playing field.

Madibaz Sport has representation on a number of other NMMU committees, as well as a variety of micro and macro local, provincial and national sporting body committees, including University Sport South Africa (USSA).

Madibaz Sport is committed to market the NMMU as a university of choice for prospective students to further their academic and sporting career through media, television and radio.  This is achieved through performances on the playing fields, the hosting of regional, national and international sporting and non-sporting events, outreach programmes, etc.  About 1 500 articles and more than 850 photographs featuring NMMU teams or sportspeople appeared in the local and national written media with a value of nearly R23 million, with Varsity Cup Rugby and the newly established Varsity Sport Competitions contributing more than half of the media articles and photographs with a value of about R14 million.  In addition a number of sporting events and matches were broadcast on national radio and television programmes, particularly Varsity Cup Rugby and the newly established Varsity Sport Competitions, with larges Rand-values.

In order to achieve success on the sports field the Sport Bureau needs to supplement the grant received from the NMMU.  Thus third-stream income is generated in the form of sport sponsorship, self-generated funding for programmes and events, etc.  The value of the sponsorship, including product and advertising, for sport clubs, events, etc. amounted to R3.26 million in the year under review.  A number of smaller sponsors have been secured during the year, while one larger sponsorship was concluded for 2013. 
In order to attract and retain academically sound students who are achievers on the sports fields the provision of bursaries is essential, with the NMMU and various sponsors making significant contributions in this regard. The success rates of these bursary holders over the past six years has shown that the recipients of the Sport bursaries show up to a 7% better success rate in courses passed than the rest of the student population.  These students make a major contribution to the sporting achievements, creating brand awareness and raising the profile of the NMMU, as well as achieving academically showing that the NMMU Trust and the sponsors bursaries for Sport are playing a significant role in assisting the NMMU to produce well-rounded graduates. * The Mecer NMMU cricket club was named the EP Cricket Club of the Year at the EP Amateur Awards dinner.

The FNB NMMU Madibaz Rugby Club had a fantastic season with record breaking results some good achievements including:

* Brent Janse van Rensburg was the Assistant Coach for the SA University team that played against the Namibia National team in Windhoek, Namibia

* The year of 2013 proved to be a year of immense growth, with this being the best season in the history of the NMMU rugby club in all aspects (including that of the former UPE & PE Technikon records of the past, prior to amalgamation).     

It has been fulfilling to see a large number of players from NMMU working their way through the Currie cup ranks, with no less than 18 players making their senior Currie Cup provincial debuts this year.

The NMMU Players have also contributed immensely towards strengthening rugby in the province, with a fair amount of NMMU players adding very good value to the Kings this year in all divisions.

The Madibaz were the highest ranked NMMU team in the history of the Varsity Cup obtaining 4th place overall, beating the overall Champions Tukkies, UJ, Shimlas, Wits en route to the Semi-final in which NMMU lost narrowly to Maties 16-15.

NMMU Centre Howard Mnisi, who is currently Representing Griquas in the Premier Division of the Currie Cup, won the “Back that Rocks” award and represented the Cheetahs Super Rugby Team.

During 2012 the University Sports Company (USC) was established in order to represent the interests of the participating universities and to administer the Competition Media Rights Agreement. Eleven universities have joined and are equal partners in the USC.  The USC’s main objective is the administration, development, co-ordination and promotion of high performance university sport in which the participants take part in on a non-professional basis as a pastime and the promotion of the common interest of University Sport South Africa (“USSA”), Higher Education Institutions (“HEI’s”) and the member universities.    In this regard, the media rights were pooled for commercial purposes. The sporting codes included are Football, Rugby Seven-a-Side, Beach Volleyball, Netball, Hockey and Athletics.  

The USC appointed ASEM Varsity Sport (ASEM VS) as exclusive service provider to manage the media rights in respect of the competitions and to stage the competitions as agreed by the USC and the member universities.  ASEM VS has concluded a broadcast deal with SuperSport for the live broadcast of the competitions; and secured adequate sponsorship for the competitions. Secondary sponsors have also been secured for travel and accommodation.   Dr Muthwa (DVC: IS) serves on the USC Executive.

The NMMU Athletics Club participated in the first ever Varsity Athletics competition with meetings held at the University of Stellenbosch, University of Johannesburg and the University of Pretoria. 

At the University of Stellenbosch meeting NMMU ended seven out of eight universities, with Garth Ellis ending 3rd in the high jump for men, Ischke Senekal 2nd in the discus for woman and Courtney du Plessis took 4th position in the long jump for woman.

At the University of Johannesburg meeting NMMU finished with an overall position of 6th.  Top performers were Garth Ellis 3rd in the high jump for men, Ischke Senekal 2nd in the discus for woman, Chad Herman finished 1st in the Javelin for men.

At the final meeting at the University of Pretoria, NMMU finished in 6th position overall. Top performers were Garth Ellis 2nd in the high jump for men, Ischke Senekal 1st in the shot put for woman, Chad Herman finished 1st in the Javelin for men.

Varsity Hockey

The Varsity Hockey tournament for Women proved to be a highly competitive competition and proved to be a big learning curve for the NMMU Madibaz team.  Of the seven league matches the NMMU Madibaz team lost six and beats Wits to end in 7th position.  In the final play-off for 7th and 8th position NMMU again beat Wits to end the tournament in 7th position.

There are various reasons for this disappointing performance, but one of these certainly is the uncertainty with regards to the future of the NMMU Astro-turf.  Many talent young hockey players have chosen to further their academic and hockey careers at other universities as a result of the condition and uncertainty surrounding the future of the astro-turf.

Further, there is a need to enhance the quality of the coaching for the women and the men’s’ teams if NMMU Madibaz is to be competitive in the Varsity Hockey competitions in future.  Discussions have been held with The Director: Legacy programmes to see if there is any way in which the alumni can assist in providing a coach, similar to the assistance to the Cricket Club.

The NMMU continues to have a large representation in national junior, senior and age group teams, national student teams (USSA), provincial teams and outstanding individual performances at national championship events (Appendix 1).

These programmes involve focuses on community members and high and primary schools teams that are assisted in various ways and a summary of some of these programmes include:

The Fitness and Aquatics Centre was once again a hive of activity throughout 2013 contributing to overall Living and Learning and Wellness experience that NMMU wants its students to achieve. The extension of the Fitness and Aquatics Centre was completed in July 2013. The Fitness and Aquatics Centre membership decreased minimally during 2013 due to the construction of the new building and it is hoped that with the extension completed that membership will increase even more in 2014. Very exciting for the Sport Bureau after the completion of the extension, was the possibility of acquiring new cardio equipment (treadmills, bikes and steppers) which will enhance the overall service which the centre can deliver to staff and students. This will definitely contribute to the NMMU students Living and Learning experience and enhance the health wellness vision for students in general.  Once again two Learn-to-Swim programmes were held during the year and prove to be very popular.  The swimming pool was also used by the Human Movement Science and Sport Management students for Swimming and Life-saving and the Education students for swimming lessons.  The Fitness and Aquatics Centre was also used by various international, national and provincial sport teams including the England, Trinidad and Tobago Netball teams.  
The Events Unit has once again proved to be a vital role-player in the activities of the Sport Bureau and it was responsible for the management, organization and/or assistance with a large number of events and programmes. The Unit also manages the bookings administration and venue logistics of a large number of facilities on the different PE Campuses, which include 2 Indoor Sport Centre’s (South and Missionvale), 9 Sport Club Houses, 5 Multi-purpose Halls and 97 grass and hard court sport playing surfaces.   The list of events and activities are shown in Appendix 3 and range from 1 day to multiple day events and activities.  In addition to these tasks, the events Unit is also responsible for providing event support to approximately 385 organisational and planning meetings, 150 lectures, 50 days of tests, 60  Post graduate exams and lectures, 350 small functions and workshops and about 300 sport league matches annually. 

The various sport clubs, activities and events on the George Campus continued to develop through the support of a committed group of students and staff.  This has resulted in the campus represented in 8 different sport codes in the SWD leagues. A number of students also gained selection for provincial teams, as indicated above.

In conclusion, 2013 has been the most successful year on and off the sports fields where students and staff work closely together to create a supportive, challenging and rewarding internal environment that produced excellent results on and off the field of play.  The support received from NMMU and the sponsors is greatly appreciated and played a significant role in the success of all the teams, individuals and the various programmes offered.   With the change of name from Sport Bureau, Madibaz Sport can look forward to the highly competitive and challenging external environment with confidence as the year under review has shown the heights that can be achieved.
