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Annual Report - 2010
Over the past year the Sport Bureau has strived to create a healthy environment for all involved in social, recreational and competitive sport at the NMMU to assist them to achieve their personal goals and aspirations on and off the sports fields.  From the achievements during 2010 it is evident that the commitment, dedication and passion for the sport of staff and students has proved to be successful in achieving this and growing sport on campus with more than 20% of the NMMU student population involved in some formal sport programme on campus.  This has resulted in the NMMU Sport has made a large impact on local, provincial and national sport, as well as making a significant contributing to the holistic development of students, contributing positively to the ‘living and learning’ experience on campus, and assisting to create a healthy vibe of activities on campus.

In order to facilitate sound administration and management the following committees form an integral part of the management of the NMMU Sport Bureau:

Further, the Sport Bureau has representation on a number of other NMMU committees, as well as a variety of micro and macro local, provincial and national sporting body committees.

The Sport Bureau is committed to market the NMMU as a university of choice for prospective students to further their academic and sporting career through media, television and radio.  This is achieved through performances on the playing fields, the hosting of regional, national and international sporting and non-sporting events, outreach programmes, etc.  More than 1 300 articles and 500 photographs featuring NMMU teams or sportspeople appeared in the local and national written media.  In addition a number of sporting events and match were broadcast on national radio and television programmes.
In order to achieve success on the sports field the Sport Bureau needs to supplement the grant received from the NMMU.  Thus third-stream income is generated in the form of sport sponsorship, self-generated funding for programmes and events, etc.  The value of the sponsorship raised for sport clubs, events, etc. amounted to more than R3.5 million in the year under review, an increase of more than R1 million. \
In order to attract and retain academically sound students who are achievers on the sports fields the provision of bursaries is essential, with the NMMU and various sponsors making significant contributions in this regard. The success rates of these bursary holders over the past four years has show that the recipients of the Sport bursaries show a 3 to 6% better success rate in courses passed than the rest of the student population (72%).  These students make a major contribution to the sporting achievements, creating brand awareness and raising the profile of the NMMU, as well as achieving academically showing that the NMMU Trust bursaries for Sport are playing a significant role in assisting the NMMU to produce well-rounded graduates.  
The Sport Bureau contributed to the research of the NMMU with one NRF rated researcher. The research focussed on the enhancement of performance and injury prevention in cricket players which resulted in a presentation at an international congress in Turkey.

The Campus League Programmes aim to cater for players who enjoy playing sport for social and recreational purposed, but who do not want to take part in the provincial league competitions for the NMMU teams, while offering the various clubs the opportunity to identify any club members with the necessary potential and promise to perform at a higher level. The Outreach Programme, which aims to identify, develop, increase and sustain growth in certain sport codes, has again proved to be successful and continues to grow (Appendix 2). * Autopage Missionvale NMMU Top 8 Tournament (400 learners from 20 Schools with 20 Student Coaches) 

* Northern Areas Schools Soccer Association (NASSA) Knock-Out Challenge (480 learners from 8 Schools playing in 3 age groups (Under 15 / 17 & 19) and 10 student coaches

The Toshiba NMMU Cricket Club outreach includes:


* NMMU initiated a partnership with the Northville cricket club by supplying the Northern areas club with one of the NMMU club coaches as well as running coaching sessions for the more talented Northville players. Sessions take place at both Finnis Street and NMMU. 

* Assistance to the PE College with their preparation for the annual USSA cricket tournament by hosting the team at the NMMU facilities, assist with coaching and coach development for a week before the tournament.

* Six schools from the Northern areas participate in a PRO 20 tournament on campus. The cricket club offers the schools with free facilities to host the tournament.   

* Triomf Primary – the cricket club hosted a coaching clinic at the school as part of Nelson Mandela Day celebrations. This led to our club coach running various coaching sessions at NMMU for the talented players at Triomf. This will be an ongoing project.

* The cricket club hosted a group of 22 kids at Sunny Park in Arcadia. The club donated paint to the Park to beautify the Park that was created to keep kids off the street in the area.

The SPAR NMMU Netball Club hosted 5 clinics throughout the Eastern Cape

The FNB NMMU Rugby Club outreach programme includes coaching support to Nzondelele High School and a Junior School Rugby Tournament with Summerwood Primary School.

The ABSA NMMU Hockey Club continued their outreach programme in the Zwide and New Brighton area with the NMMU Invaders (men), NMMU Rockets (scholars) and NMMU Invaders/Rockets (ladies) teams.

NMMU Cricket club played host to the Victoria Bushrangers cricket team from Australia during the IPL T20 Champions League tournament as well as the CSA U/15 cricket week where the NMMU cricket fields were utilized.

Netball Club School of Excellence caters for all the elite and potentially elite netball players who are on sport bursaries.

NMMU Premier League coach, Cheslyn Gie, runs the SA Hockey Association High Performance Hockey Programmes at the NMMU Astroturf.

NMMU Basketball Club hosts the EP Basketball league matches at the Missionvale Sport Centre

*
NMMU Volleyball hosts the EP Volleyball Union matches at the Missionvale and South Campus Indoor Sport Centres. 

The Fitness and Aquatics Centre has become a hive of activity throughout the day, every day of the week which shows that the Sport Bureau is indeed contributing to the overall Living and Learning experience the university wants its students to achieve. During 2010 the Fitness and Aquatics Centre consolidated the effect of the huge membership increase which reached 2 500 members, that started with the revamp of the facility in 2009.   This together with the changes made to the NMMU Varsity Cup Rugby team resulted in an additional R200 000.00 worth of additional equipment ordered.  Once again two Learn-to-Swim programmes were held during the year, which is proving to be very popular.  The pool was also used by the Human Movement Science and Sport Management students for Swimming and Life saving and the Education students for swimming lessons.  The Fitness and Aquatics Centre was also used by the South African Police Force members during their month stay at the University during the 2010 FIFA World Cup.  Further the aerobic sessions increased to four times a week. 
The Events Unit has once again proved to be a vital role-player in ensuring that the Sport Bureau achieves its mission and was responsible for the management, organization and/or assistance with a large number of events and programmes. The relevant facilities include the following on the different PE Campuses: Indoor Sport Centres (South and Missionvale), 9 Sport Club Houses, 5 Multi Purpose Halls and 97 sport facilities.  
The more than 100 events and activities in Appendix 3 range from 1 day to multiply day events and activities for which the Events Unit are responsible for the booking and event logistics.  In addition to these, the events Unit is also responsible for the booking and logistical matters relating for 344 meetings, 138 lectures, 33 tests, 60  Post graduate exams and lecture, 380 small functions and workshops and about 320 sport league matches. 
The various sport clubs, activities and events on the George Campus continued to develop through the support of a committed group of students and staff.  This has resulted in good achievements in the local leagues, as well as a number of students gaining selection for provincial teams.   Hugo Loubser, Sport Manager at George Campus, was elected as President of SWD Aquatics in 2010.  The NMMU George Cricket team lost in the semi-finals of the Promotion League.  The NMMU George Rugby team won the coastal league and has been promoted to the President’s League for 2011, as well as ending 2nd in the PANNAR Rugby tournament where 6 of the teams members were selected for the SA Agricultural Rugby team.   A number of the players represented SWD U19, U21 and Currie Cup teams.  The George team reached the Quarterfinals of the inaugural tournament after being unbeaten in their 5 pool matches at the USSA Rugby Sevens tournament

All of the above would not have been possible if it had not been for the support from the NMMU, sponsors and the extra effort and the many extra hours of dedicated work and training of the staff and students of the Sport Bureau.
